Dear Parents:

The Alhambra Elementary School District is dedicated to the education and safety of all
students. Currently, all schools perform fire drills each month and lockdown drills at least twice
ayear. In both of these cases, the administration of the school is aware of the time these drills
occur. In our ongoing training of staff and students on school safety procedures, the District is
scheduling unannounced school lockdown drills and / or fire drills, meaning the school
administration and staff will not know when these drills occur.

It is important for parents to know that these unannounced drills are practice drills solely for
the purpose of training staff and students, to test our safety measures already in place, and to be
prepared should an emergency arise. It is also important to know that these drills may occur as
school begins in the morning, at dismissal time, lunch, or recess. Please know that the purpose
of these drills at odd times is not to scare staff or students, but rather to prepare them should
the need arise.

Parents please know that should a lockdown be in progress and you are dropping off your
student, or your student walks and arrives to school during this time, or your student arrives
late to school, they will not be admitted into the building until the all clear has been given. If
you are dropping off your student and if time allows, please remain with them until the all clear
is called.

You will also receive a call which will confirm that there was an unannounced lockdown drill
on a specific day. Again, the reason for these drills are to help to ensure the safety of students
and staff should an emergency arise, not to cause undue fear or anxiety among our students.

Should you happen to be on campus during an unannounced drill, we ask that you cooperate
with staff and follow their directions. If you have any questions or concerns regarding these
practice drills, please do not hesitate to contact your school principal.

As always, we appreciate your patience and understanding as we continue to make our schools
safe.

Si ustedes se encuentran en el plantel escolar durante un simulacro sin previo aviso, les pedimos que
cooperen con el personal y sigan sus instrucciones. Si tienen cualquier pregunta o inquietud con respecto
a estos simulacros de préctica, por favor no duden en comunicarse con el/la directora/a de su escuela.
